PROGRAM IN FORCE CRIMINAL ACTIVITY

RCPD is asking residents and businesses to report
any and all criminal activity. Here are ways you
can make a report:

To report a crime in progress or suspicious
activity, call 911.

You can also now send a text message to 911
from your mobile phone or handheld device.
To report a crime after the fact, please call our
non-emergency number at 916.362.5115.

File a police report online at
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Business Watch can support
your business, and how you can
start a Business Watch Group.
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Create a safe, secure environment
for yourself, your employees and your
customers.

Get to know your neighboring businesses.

Build partnerships between your business
and RCPD.

Learn how to prevent and reduce crime
on your business property and in your
area.

Always lock your doors and windows,
even when leaving for “just a minute.”

Maintain your landscaping. Keep
bushes trimmed below two feet and tree
canopies trimmed up to six feet.

Keep windows unobstructed to increase
your visibility.

Ensure that all areas are illuminated with
proper lighting.

Ensure your business address is clearly
visible.

Install allowable signage, including
parking, no trespassing and business
watch signage.

Consider installing a video camera that
will clearly record someone attempting
to break into your business or a vehicle in
your parking lot.

Invite your neighboring businesses to a meeting on Business Watch and crime prevention
techniques.

Educate you and your employees on crime prevention and provide educational materials on
various topics.
